The Difference

Each entrant not only competes for his or her own personal result but also earns points for their school. The points are awarded on the basis of last place in any event gets one point each place above gets an additional point. Therefore every one who takes part automatically scores at least one point for their school The better they do the more points they score, the winner of each category scores the most points for their school, and the larger the category the more points they can score.

Format
The Junior foil and the Senior Epee events will be run as one round of pools and a full Direct Elimination. The Senior Foil and the Junior Epee will be run as a pool unique this will start as people and pistes become free from the relevant direct elimination.

In pools the U 10, U12 and U14 will fence to four hits, the U16 and U19 to five.

In DE the U 10, U12 and U14 will fight to 10 hits, the U16 and U19 to 15.

The organisers reserve the right to combine categories where entries are low.

U 10, U12 and U14 will be required to use size 3 Foil’s or size 2 Epee’s as appropriate.

No one will be allowed to fence without Breeches, Underplastron and glove.
